LAWTON VILLAGE COUNCIL

REGULAR MEETING
January 10, 2012

President Cornish called the January 10, 2012 Regular Meeting of the Lawton Village Council to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked all present to stand for a moment of silence.  Roll call:  Present:  President Cornish and Trustees Appleby, Claassen, Lesman, Price, Reeves and Peterson.  Absent: Clerk Gailhouse. Others present:  Police Chief Verburg, DPW Supt. Grabbe, WWTP Manager Tennyson, Attorney McNeil, Asst. Administrative Clerk Robertson and 3 guests.

With a motion by Claassen, support from Price and a unanimous voice vote, the minutes of the December 13, 2011 Regular Meeting were approved as presented.

There were no items of correspondence.


Trustee Lesman informed the Council the Planning Commission approved a site plan for Hometown Pharmacy to construct a drive-thru window at their location. He believes construction on the project to begin as soon as possible.

Trustee Peterson moved and Appleby seconded to approve the contract changes with Porter Township for the Building Inspector. The Village Attorney will represent the Village for Ordinance and Code Violations and the rate for inspections was changed per inspection to hourly. On roll call vote, motion unanimously carried.
            With a motion by Peterson, support from Claassen and a unanimous roll call vote, a payment of $3,088.75 to Wightman & Associates, Inc. for construction engineering on the 2010 Water System Improvements Project was approved.

Claassen seconded a motion by Appleby to approve a payment to CMP Distributors, Inc., totaling $1,370.00, for the purchase of two concealable vests. 50% of vest costs will be reimbursed by grant monies.  Motion unanimously carried by roll call vote.


With a motion by Claassen, support from Reeves and a unanimous roll call vote, a payment of $2,060.00 to NRPC-AMTRAK for the 2012 IBRT base rent was approved.

 Claassen moved and Price seconded to renew the contract with Bliss Cleaning Service for the cleaning of Village Hall from 12-01-11 through 11-30-12, at the same rate of $368.00 per month. Motion unanimously carried on roll call vote.

Price supported a motion by Appleby to approve the purchase of a blower for the WWTP from TMI Compressed Air Systems, Inc., for a total of $1,789.00. On roll call vote, motion unanimously carried.

Superintendent Grabbe informed Council results of letting of bids for the Third Street Reconstruction Project. Bids received came in lower than expected. Information submitted is under review by MDOT and the project engineers, Wightman & Associates, Inc. will keep Council posted as things develop further.

A draft proposal from Verizon Wireless for the lease of the water tower was submitted. It was suggested; Wightman & Associates, Inc. work with Superintendent Grabbe to look further into the proposal and the Planning Commission when site plans are submitted. 

Trustee Peterson moved to amend the Lawton Village Code to establish the office of Village Manager. After discussion from President Cornish and Council members, the proposal was tabled until next month’s meeting. 

Claassen seconded a motion by Price to accept disbursements totaling $51,944.45, as presented.  On roll call vote, motion unanimously carried.


There being no further business to come before Council, Price supported a motion by Appleby to adjourn. Motion unanimously carried by voice vote.  The meeting adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
