
Waverly Township 
Regular Meeting 

December 4, 2008 
 

Supervisor Paul Tomlinson invited the board members and 10 members of the audience to join in 
the Pledge of Allegiance.  Board members introduced themselves, Linda Tomlinson Clerk, Larry 
Chase Trustee, Paul Tomlinson Supervisor, Tony Millek Trustee, and Marcy Dorr Treasurer.  
Attorney Schuitmaker was also present. 
 
Sheriff’s Department:  Deputy Robert DeLoof invited the board and the public to the upcoming 
Citizen’s Police Academy.  Outstanding speakers will address a wide variety of interesting 
topics.  The police report dated 11/1 to 11/25 recorded:  Sheriff Dept. dispatches 57, breaking 
and entering 2, accidents 20, medical response 8, OUIL 1, larceny 1, and civil disputes 1. 
 
Agenda:  Add #3 Temporary Employee under clerk’s comments.   
MOTION by Millek to approve the agenda as amended.  Second by Chase, voice vote, all yes, 
motion carried. 
 
Minutes 11/6/08:  MOTION by Dorr to approve the minutes of 11/6/08 as presented.  Second by 
Millek, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
Payment of bills:  Clerk Tomlinson moved to approve payment of the bills as follows:  General 
Fund vendor checks #10054 to #10072 plus # 10076 for $40,094.98; Sewer vendor check # 535 
for $381.42; Sewer payroll checks #1021 to 1023 for $85.04; and General Fund payroll checks 
#10388 to #10399 plus FICA $1162.49 for $6268.78.  Grand total of bills $46,830.22.  Second 
by Dorr, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
State Revenue Sharing:  MTA sent information explaining that Constitutional State Revenue 
Sharing is based on sales tax.  With the stalled economy, the State projects that 2009 will require 
a 3.2% reduction in the distribution to the local units of government.  Twelve months of revenue 
sharing equals $184,000 will be reduced by about $6000. 
 
SUPERVISOR REPORT: 
 
MOTION by P. Tomlinson to appoint Clerk Linda Tomlinson as the Township Sewer 
Administrator.  Seconded by Millek, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
MOTION by P. Tomlinson to appoint Paul Tomlinson to be the township representative on the 
Paw Paw Fire Department board.  Seconded by Millek, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
MOTION  by Millek to accept the resignation of Larry Chase as a Planning and Zoning 
Commission member and a member of the Zoning Board of Appeals because he was elected 
Township Trustee, which disqualifies his service on those boards.  P. Tomlinson seconded, voice 
vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
MOTION  by Dorr to accept the resignation of Fay Dorr as the Township Board representative 
on the Planning and Zoning Commission because she no longer serves on the Township Board, 
which disqualifies her service on that board.  Seconded by Chase, voice vote, all yes, motion 
carried. 
 



MOTION  by P. Tomlinson to appoint Tony Millek as the Township Board representative on the 
Planning and Zoning Commission.  Seconded by Dorr, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.  Term 
of appointment is the same as his elected term as Trustee. 
 
MOTION  by P. Tomlinson to appoint Fay Dorr to the unexpired term of Larry Chase on the 
Planning and Zoning Commission.  Seconded by Dorr, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
MOTION  by P. Tomlinson to appoint Ernest Brown to the unexpired term of Larry Chase on 
Zoning Board of Appeals.  Seconded by Millek, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
MOTION  by Millek to accept the snow plowing bid from David Kracker at $45 per plowing.  
Seconded by Chase, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
Supervisor Tomlinson read two resolution to honor former clerk A. Jean Dahms or 38 years and 
former treasurer Fay Dorr for 29 years of service to Waverly Township.   
 
CLERK REPORT : 
 
MOTION  by Clerk Tomlinson to move the January 1 Township Board Meeting to January 8 at  
7 p.m.  Seconded by Chase, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
MOTION  by Millek to hire Fay Dorr on a temporary part time basis to assist all the newly 
elected officials while becoming familiar with their responsibilities at $17 per hour on an as 
needed basis until the January 2009 meeting.  Seconded by Chase, roll call vote, Linda 
Tomlinson yes, Larry Chase yes, Paul Tomlinson yes, Tony Millek yes, and Marcy Dorr yes.   
 
TREASURER REPORT: 
 
Winter 2008 tax season is going well.  Treasurer attended a full day seminar on November 24th 
and will attend a seminar on December 18 by MTA for all elected officials.  Due to the 
confusing phone system at the township hall, the Treasurer presented information regarding a 
second line for Nextel at a cost of $20 plus taxes, which would be strictly for township residents 
to reach the Treasurer.  This would provide a huge return in better customer service. 
MOTION  by Millek to allow the treasurer an extra Nextel line for treasurer calls.  Seconded by 
Chase, roll call vote, Dorr yes, Millek yes, P. Tomlinson yes, Chase yes, L. Tomlinson yes, 
motion carried.

TRUSTEE MILLEK REPORT : 
 
PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT : 
Former Planning Commission Chairman, Larry Chase, presented the Annual Report of the 
Planning and Zoning Commission.  Chase gave a copy to the Township Clerk.  Chase thanked all 
the P&Z members for their service to the township. 
 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS AND ATTORNEY REPORT: 
 
Future Land Use Plan FLUP is finished, was adopted last month, and attorney presented it to the 
board in a binder.  It includes the corrected zoning map.  Fay Dorr offered to assist in getting it 
installed on the township web site.   



 
MOTION  by Millek to accept the corrected zoning map dated 11/19/08.  Seconded by Chase, 
voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
Planning and Zoning Commission to hold public hearing on Monday, January 12, 2009, at 7 p.m. 
to approve Section 7.02 and 5.04 of the Zoning Ordinance. 
 
Credit Cards for the township.  Original cards were obtained for the former clerk A. Jean Dahms 
in 2004 and policy was approved.  Attorney prepared the new resolution exactly the same except 
the supervisor’s name will be the signature for the approval. The clerk will then have the 
authority to obtain a Sams and major credit card in her name.  Approval was given for the 
treasurer to also have copies of the same township credit cards in treasurer’s name. 
 
Sewer system at Lake Brownwood has one property owner who owned two houses on two lots, 
which were then combined into one house.  There were two sewer lines; however, after the 
remodeling, all the sewer pipes were connected to only one line.  They want to have only one 
monthly sewer payment on the one line they are using.  Attorney said the township Sewer 
Administrator, Linda Tomlinson, should contact the officials at Paw Paw Township regarding 
how this would affect the bond obligations.  Sewer charges are $40 per month.  There are lift 
station costs that are based on the number of users or lots.   
 
MOTION  by Millek to publish the township’s regular meeting dates for 2009 as the first 
Thursday at 7 p.m. except for January 2009, which will be January 8, at 7 p.m.  Seconded by 
Chase, voice vote, all yes, motion carried. 
 
AUDIENCE COMMENTS : 
Field property blight situation will be visited by Trustee Millek. 
Evening hours at the township hall was discussed. 
News article regarding His Harvest Ministry was misleading. 
Future Land Use Plans will be available at the hall, fee will be established. 
Liquor Control officer duties and appointment was questioned and will be discussed in January. 
 
Supervisor declared the meeting adjourned at 9:49 p.m.  Everyone was invited to enjoy cake and 
ice cream in honor of Fay Dorr’s retirement.
