Motion made by Millek to delete the wording in Section 4.05.C-1and replace it with “Any 
structure in the water shall follow state law.”. Seconded by Wilcox. Voice vote unanimous to 
approve. 
 
Motion made by  Rohr to include in the definitions found in Section 10.24 as stated “Yard, 
Waterside – Shall be part of the yard that abuts the water’s edge.” Seconded by Fleetwood. 
Voice vote unanimous to approve.
