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The Court has entered an order pursuant to the Referee’s Recommendation. If you do not
agree with the order, you must file written objections to the order with the County Clerk to
prevent the order from becoming effective. You must also obtain a hearing date from the
Court’s assignment clerk, and serve a copy of your objections and notice of the hearing on the
other party. All of the actions must be taken within 21 days of the date that the recommended
order is served. Michigan law provides that the date of mailing is the date of service in most

cases.

The original of your objections and notice of hearing, and a copy labeled “Friend of the
Court”, MUST be filed with the County Clerk. The Clerk will serve the copy on the Friend of the
Court for you. THE REQURIED DOCUMENTS, INCLUDING A NOTICE OF A HEARING DATE, MUST
BE FILED WITH THE COUNTY CLERK WITHIN THE 21-DAY PERIOD TO PREVENT THE ORDER

FROM BECOMING EFFECTIVE PRIOR TO A HEARING BY THE JUDGE.

Please note that Michigan law allows the judge to assess costs and attorney fees if he
determines that the objection is frivolous or has been made for the purpose of delay.
